“If tears were indelible ink instead of clear fluid, all of us would be
stained for life. The heartbreaking circumstances, the painful
encounters with calamities, the brutal verbal blows we receive from
the surgeon or an angry mate, the sudden loss of someone we sim-~
ply adored, riding out the consequences of a stupid decision — ah!
Such is the groan and grind of life.” This quote from Chuck Swin-
doll paints a very somber picture.

It describes many of the women who come through the doors of First
Care. They are struggling with the difficult reality of an unplanned
and often, unwanted pregnancy. I will never forget the first time I sat
in a counseling room at one of our centers. I met with a young
woman who felt she had no choice other than an abortion. She told
me about her 3 children, and said that her husband would leave her
if she did not abort this child. When the test showed positive, she lit-
erally began to wail. She did not want to have an abortion, but she
had no way to care for herself and her children. What was she to do?
How do you help a woman facing this type of reality?

There are no simple answers, no magic pill to take to make it
all better. At that moment, when I felt so helpless to change her
